FACILITIES  AND LOCATIONS 

Our programs will be made available at 
three locations in the Hamilton area. The 
Revival Centre, conveniently located in 
the downtown district of Hamilton,  will 
be used for classrooms, workshops, and 
small discussion groups. Our Retreat 
Facility located in the Copetown/
Ancaster area of the city, is  a fifty-plus 
acre site having two beautiful lakes. It 
will be used for fishing, camping, nature 
walks and various outdoor activities. The 
King’s Way, also located in downtown 
Hamilton, is a resource centre offering a 
wide variety of services and programs in 
the inner-city sector.
